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ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR CONFIRMATION SPONSORS
IN THE CATHOLIC CHURCH

. A Sponsor MUST be at least 18 years old and fully initiated in the Catholic Church having
received the sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist, and Confirmation.

. A Sponsor’s ROLE is to help the Confirmation Candidate lead a Christian life in keeping with
their baptismal promises, fulfilling faithfully the obligations of the Catholic Church and her
traditions.

. According to the Code of Canon Law, a parent MAY NOT serve as a Sponsor for their own
child. Only one Sponsor is allowed for each Confirmation Candidate.

. A fully initiated Catholic may be restricted from exercising the office of Sponsor if he or she
does not live the Catholic faith in a manner that is in keeping with the responsibilities of this
office.

. A Sponsor MUST be patrticipating regularly at Sunday Eucharist (Mass) and, if married, living
in a marriage recognized by the Catholic Church.

. The Sponsor MUST complete the Sponsor application, have it signed by their pastor, and
submit it along with a copy of their Certificates of Confirmation and Marriage.
